Liechtenstein thanks the High Commissioner for the presentation of the annual report of 

the OHCHR. 

The Office of the High Commissioner continues to carry out important work regarding the 

promotion and protection of all human rights globally. The report highlights a wide range 

of activities and examples of the valuable engagement by the OHCHR, but also shows the 

many challenges that still remain. 

In particular, I would like to reiterate our concern over the underfunding of the UN’s 

human rights pillar.
